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Personal Development - Year 11

CURRICULUM INFORMATION

This term in Personal Development, pupils in year 9 will
complete the Being Me in My World unit of work.

Pupils will cover equality in relation to disability including
hidden, consequences of not adhering to the Equality Act,
employers’ responsibility, benefits of multi-cultural
societies, impact of unfair treatment on mental health,
misuse of power and campaigning for equality.

Pupils will learn how to think critically about their place in
society, understanding the legislation that affects them now
and in the future and the consequences (to themselves and
others) of breaking the law. Be able to identify risks they may
come up against when moving into adulthood.

What does becoming an adult mean to me? - Understand
what ‘being an adult’ means to them. Understand examples
of legislation that affects them at 16. Identify things they are
looking forward to in adulthood and things that concern
them. Know where to access help and information if they are
worried or concerned about anything.

What are the legalities relating to relationships? -
Understand legislation that to relates to sex and
relationships. Understand the legal status of different
relationships, e.g. marriage, civil partnership, co-habitation.
Understand why coercive control, sexual harassment and
sexual violence in relationships is unacceptable, illegal and
the consequences of this. Understand ways to keep
themselves and others safe in regard to healthy and positive
relationships. Know where to access advice and support if
concerned about a sex or relationship matter.

What laws affect me now and in the future? - Understand
legislation around the possession and supply of drugs,
tobacco and other substances. Understand the legal
consequences of breaching the Equality Act. Assess the
impact of substance supply and misuse on the range of
people involved in a scenario involving coercive control.

In chemistry we will look at how speed of
reactions can be altered, how we split chemicals
using electricity and how chemicals are analysed
through methods such as chromatography and
gas tests. Will then move on to organic chemistry
which looks a crude oil how it is converted into
useful product and what these products are used
for including the impacts on the environment.

In physics we will look at forces which includes
topics such as contact and non-contact forces,
resultant forces gravity, Newton's laws of motion
and acceleration, velocity, stopping distances and
the factors that can't affect them.

HOMEWORK EXPECTATIONS

Pupils will engage in the Tassomai app which
involves answering a series of multiple-choice
questions across the disciplines of science.
This needs to be done a minimum of four
times a week and should take 15 minutes a
day. Research has proven use of this app daily
sees pupils achieve on average a grade 5to 6
at GCSE.

ASSESSMENT

Pupils will sit a paper one mock assessment
which occurs in November. For trilogy science
this consists of three 1 hour 15 minutes
assessments in biology, chemistry and
physics. Separate scientists will have three 1
hour 45 minutes assessments in biology,
chemistry and physics.

Careers will be featured in discussion and activities through lessons in the curriculum and students will be
informed how what they are learning could feature in career pathways.
