This term, Year 7 will begin their English lessons by 
exploring the literary world of Arthur Conan Doyle, 
Charles Dickens and the wonderful world of the 
19th century. Drawing on detective fiction and 
unforgettable stories of the individual, our 
students will begin to reflect on their place at 
Penketh High School and where their story will 
begin.  

 

Some of the stories pupils will be exposed to 
are: 

• Oliver Twist 
• The Speckled Band 
• Extracts from ‘The Police News’, ‘The Five’ 

and Dickens’ very own literary non-fiction. 
• Murder on the Orient Express 

 

Throughout this topic, pupils will develop their 
ability to read complex 19th century fiction whilst 
heightening their understanding of a world full of 
literature and culture. Furthermore, they will build 
on their writing skills from KS2 by explicitly 
practising ambitious sentences structures and 
descriptions.  

 

 

Pupils are provided with reading and 
comprehension homework where they will 
be expected to complete it to the best of 
their ability.

After this enquiry, pupils will learn about the Norman 
Conquest and the changes to Britain after 1066, 
including changes to British society and Medieval life. 
Pupils will analyse the enquiry question on whether 
the Norman “brought a truckload of trouble”. Pupils 
will be developing the disciplinary knowledge of 
source utility and will begin to analyse sources from 
the time of the Norman Conquest.  

 

Pupils will complete weekly tasks in their History 
homework booklet. This will consist of the 
following:  

• Knowledge organiser  
• Reading and comprehension 
• Extended writing
